Mato znane za-
gadnienia dotyczace wspélpracy radziecko-niemieckiej w zwiazku ze $ciganiem
zbrodniarzy hitlerowskich oméwit DMYTRO TYTARENKO.

Nota-
bly, the opening article, penned by SERHII BELINSKYI, ANDRII DMYTRENKO,
YuLia IvasHKO, and ANETA PAWLOWSKA, was written during the initial
months following Russia’s invasion of Ukraine. This piece captures their first-
hand observations ,in the heat of the moment”. The authors vividly portray the
devastating impact of war on cities, villages, human lives, and even the fate of ani-
mals within the conflict zone. But this text goes beyond mere documentation;
it also delves into the thoughts of the authors as they contemplate the period
»post-war’, envisioning the challenging task of rebuilding a war-torn nation.
Sierhii Belinskyi’s photographs, a press photographer for the 28 Brigade of
the Ukrainian Armed Forces, accompany the article, offering visual insights.

The remaining texts predominantly delve into the history of the regions
along the Dnieper and Dniester rivers. MYROSLAV WOLOSHCHUK sheds light
on the profiles of four representatives from the Ruthenian elites, whose presence
at the courts of the Piast dynasty is recorded in sources spanning the 12 to
14t centuries. VOLODYMIR HUCUL revisits the renowned Battle of Orsha in 1514,

meticulously analyzing the weaponry and tactics employed by the Polish cavalry
within the broader European context. OLEG HANSKI, drawing from inventories
from 1534 and 1542, offers a comprehensive discussion on the weaponry stored
in the Kamionka Buzanska (Strumitowa) Castle near Lviv. DENIS TOICHKIN’S
article centers on the saber of a 17*-century Cossack commander, Oleksiy Apos-
tol. TARAS PYATNICZUK explores how American caricature from the late 19 to
carly 20* century was harnessed as a propaganda tool. WIKTOR WEGLEWICZ
examines the fate of Ukrainian prisoners of war in Polish POW camps during
the years 1918-1920. IHOR DROHOBYTS'KYY dives into the armament of the
Ukrainian National Self-Defense and the Ukrainian Insurgent Army during
the pivotal years of 1943 and 1944. OLEKSANDR KoLOMYYCHUK delves into
Soviet propaganda from the early 1950s. DMYTRO TYTARENKO discusses
lesser-known aspects of Soviet-German cooperation concerning the pursuit of
Nazi criminals. The final two articles, contributed by political scientists, cover
diverse ground. OxsANA TYTARENKO casts light on the ongoing debate in the
Donbas region at the turn of the 20" and 21* centuries about World War II.
JACEK STANISLAWSKI'S article seeks to understand whether the Russian aggres-
sion against Ukraine in 2022 was an inevitable outcome. The author also criti-
cally examines the stance of Western nations in the lead-up to this aggression.

This collection within the Faces of War series serves as an expression of solid-
arity and support for our colleagues in Ukraine. Our aim was to facilitate the
presentation of research findings during the ongoing conflict. Many of these
texts were crafted under challenging circumstances; some authors persevered
even as their personal safety and that of their loved ones was under threat.

The article aims, among other things, to draw the attention of the world public to the war drama
unfolding in Ukraine and to show the destruction from the first phase of the war as docu-
mented by a military photographer from the 28t Brigade of the Knights of the First Winter
Campaign (Armed Forces of Ukraine) - Serhii Belinskyi.
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1. Devastation

Historical experience shows that not only people, but also architectural
objects suffer from wars. Since the time of Kievan Rus, Ukraine has repeatedly
experienced brutal destruction, which led to the fact that most of the monu-
ments have not been preserved to the present day in their original form, as the
destroyed buildings were repeatedly rebuilt without due care for the restoration
of their historical appearance. No less tragic was the fate of Ukrainian architec-
tural monuments in the 20™ century, when they suffered first from the effects
of World War I, then the struggle against religion in the 1930s and 1940s,
and then during World War II."! Destruction of shrines also continued in the
post-war years.” The decades that have passed since the end of World War II
have erased the horrors that wars always bring from memory. The generation
remembering that time has passed away, and new generations have been born,
who heard about the war only from their parents or grandparents or knew the
conflicts only from literature and film. Destroyed cities were gradually rebuil,
the standard of living of their inhabitants improved; architectural monuments
were painstakingly restored.

European societies have forgotten the consequences that wars always bring
with them. Therefore, Russia’s aggression against Ukraine, which began on
February 24, 2022, came as a real shock to Europeans and the rest of the world.

Every war brings losses not only on the economic level but also on the social
level. The conflict in Ukraine has made this clear once again. The fighting has led
to internal and external migration of the population. Many buildings of various
purposes — not only those classified as military infrastructure or subordinate to

the state administration, schools, hospitals, residential buildings, and businesses

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but also places of worship — Orthodox churches — were destroyed, mainly as
a result of bombing and shelling by the Russian army (Fig. 1, 2). It is clear that
for the Russians, every object they shoot at takes on the character of a military
facility, with no respect for international law and the rights of civilians. The
loss of material monuments and cultural property is particularly severe. Russia
acting in this way violates a number of international agreements, including the
provisions of the 1954 Hague Convention,’ 1972 Convention for the Protec-
tion of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage,* Convention on Measures
to Prohibit and Prevent the Illicit Import, Export and Transfer of Ownership
of Cultural Property, as well as Provisions Relating to the Protection of Docu-
mentary Heritage.’

The Ukrainian Ministry of Culture and Information Policy maintains
a registry, documenting the scale of losses incurred. The registry is created
through an interactive platform. In the first months of the war, destruction

included:

The world recognizes the intentionality of the Russian war machine when
it comes to the loss — often irreversible — of tangible cultural monuments

in Ukraine. UNESCO has confirmed (as of July 4, 2022) the destruction

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of 157 objects, of which 71 are religious sites, 12 museums, 30 monuments,
21 buildings intended for cultural activities, 16 monuments and 7 libraries.”
United Nations agencies assessing the situation, may be guided by the provisions
of Security Council Resolution 2347 of 2017, according to which the plunder
or destruction of tangible cultural property under certain circumstances may

be treated as a war crime.®

Sacred buildings

The war has directly affected the religious sphere, dividing both clergy and
believers into three groups: those defending Ukraine (Ukrainian Orthodox
Church, Greek Catholic and Catholic Churches, Protestant Churches, and
other denominations); those who want the destruction of Ukraine as such (Rus-
sian Orthodox Church); and those who seek to secretly maintain relations with
the Russian Orthodox Church (Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow
Patriarchate). Regardless of this division, all of these churches and religious asso-
ciations are struggling with the effects of aggression. Without making, a choice,
Russians are destroying religious buildings, including churches of the Moscow
Patriarchate. An example is the attack on the Sviatohirsk Lavra in the Donetsk
region, which has always advocated close ties with Russia, has not condemned
the aggression, and since 2014 has given shelter to pro-Russian Cossacks and
other supporters of the ,Russian world”.

The destruction of religious buildings also has a certain symbolic dimension.
The surviving icons of the Mother of God and the Savior on the walls of a com-
pletely destroyed village church can be seen as proof of the inevitability of

the victory of light over darkness and good over evil.

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Civil infrastructure

The conflict affected Ukraine’s civilian population from its earliest days. An im-
portant aspect that made life difficult during the war was the loss of residential
buildings. As an example of how Ukrainian society functioned under difficult
conditions, one can cite the conditions in which the residents of Luch (Ayu).’
These people lost their homes and were forced to live in shelters with no access
to daylight. They were only allowed to take the essentials with them - a table,
chairs and beds with blankets (Fig. 3, 4). This war forced everyone to look at ma-
terial things in a different way, in the course of it many people lost their lives or
health, thousands of others in an instant were deprived of their homes — prop-
erty acquired over the years. In this connection, it is important to note that the
Russian aggression completely changed the concept of comfort: at one pole were
exquisite pre-war properties with interiors that retained all the evidence of for-
mer comforts, at the other were dark shelters with dim light bulbs, jagged walls
and minimal conditions for survival.

Other civilian buildings, such as rural farm buildings, should not be forgot-
ten. Like much of Ukraine’s built environment, they too were destroyed, with
consequences for both people and animals. It is no coincidence that photos
of Ukrainian soldiers with rescued cats and dogs appeared in the media. One
such animal — a dog named ,Hatiko” — was taken in by the 28H Knights of Win-
ter Campaign Brigade'® (Fig. 5). The photographs also show herds of cows, aban-
doned chickens, turkeys and many other animals that lost their homes during
the conflict.

A vivid example of sensitivity to the plight of animals in wartime was the
Ukrainian army’s remarkable operation called ,,Horseshoe” to rescue aban-
doned ponies from a destroyed farm (Fig. 6). As a result, three baby ponies
were successfully transported to the zoo in Mykolaiv.

The army’s approach to animals is one aspect of warfare that is not talked
about enough, but nevertheless exists and is very important. War is looked at
primarily through the human dimension, and it is often this dimension that
becomes the most understandable for its perception in other countries, as it is
an indicator of a society’s humanity. According to one of the authors of this
study, Serhii Belinskyi, the concern of soldiers for animals during a brutal war
also has another meaning — psychological: ,When friends die in war, we have no
right to cry, so all our emotions are transferred to these animals. They are like an
outlet, like saviors of our hardened souls, and only over their joy can we secretly
weep and tell the whole world that the only thing we feel most sorry for is these
unfortunate animals”. Thus, the humane treatment of abandoned animals is
becoming a way for Ukrainian soldiers to maintain their human qualities — even

in the face of an aggressor (Fig. 7).
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2. Reconstruction

The war is still going on, but gradual reconstruction is already underway in the
liberated territories and revitalization programs are being developed. One ele-
ment of these programs is the reconstruction of architectural monuments." The
nature of the destruction and the amount of it testified to the fact that both pub-
lic, civil and sacred buildings are difhicult to secure against military aggression.
The scale of destruction, forced to lean on the development of comprehensive
solutions in the form of reconstruction and restoration programs — both par-
tially and completely destroyed architectural monuments and objects of modern
architecture (Fig. 8-12).

Unlike modern architecture objects, the conservation of architectural
monuments has its own specificity. its priority is to maximize the preservation
of the authentic appearance or reconstruction with maximum conformity to
the original appearance. That is why certified specialists-conservators-are en-
gaged in such work. Ukrainians benefit during this work from the experience
gained after World War II. And here the key event was the establishment of the
»>Budmonument” enterprise in 1946. Its activities are considered the beginning
of the Ukrainian conservation school, which eventually formed the powerful
Ukrainian special research and conservation project and construction company
»Ukrrestavratsiya”.'? This comprehensive approach has successfully rebuilt a sig-
nificant number of valuable monuments across Ukraine after the war.

Analyzing the current situation in Ukraine, it should be noted that some
of the objects will have to be rebuilt to a significant extent, some — completely

»from scratch”. And here we come to a very problematic issue — reconstruction

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~from scratch” is not controversial if we take into account objects that are not
architectural monuments, but doubts arise when it is necessary to reconstruct
a completely or significantly damaged historic object. In Ukraine, the decision
on whether to rebuild a given site can be influenced by the experience of other
countries, including Poland. An example of this is the reconstruction of the Old
Town in Warsaw after World War II, which legitimized the practice of rebuild-
ing destroyed buildings since their loss was considered a loss on a national scale.
The destruction of the Old Town was extensive; the Old Town’s main church,
St. John’s Cathedral, was almost completely destroyed, as were many residential
buildings.”

Jan Zachwatowicz — head of the Capital Reconstruction Bureau and Gen-
eral Conservator of Antiquities since 1945 — had a particularly great contribu-
tion to the field of Warsaw reconstruction. His professionalism, perseverance
and enthusiasm overcame the principles of traditional conservation and proved
the possibility of new solutions related to the preservation of historical memory
in historical buildings. The solutions applied were in some ways close to, but not
identical to, pre-war conservation principles.'* Appreciation for the skill of the
Old Town restorers was the inclusion of its entire complex, rebuilt from the ru-
ins, on the World Heritage List. The work of restoring Warsaw continued with
the reconstruction of the Royal Castle in Warsaw in 1971-1981.

Reconstruction was officially recognized in 1972 in the UNESCO Recom-
mendations on the Protection of Cultural and Natural Heritage at the National
Level as an area for the protection of monuments at the international regulat-
ory level,” and the later Dresden Declaration of 1982'¢ indicated comprehensive
rules for the reconstruction of World War II-era objects, according to which
monuments may be restored, on the basis of sufficient documentation, in their

original form as an exception.

In Ukraine, these recommendations were introduced by the Decree of the
President of Ukraine ,On Measures for the Restoration of Outstanding His-
torical and Cultural Monuments™” and the Decree of January 27, 1999. ,On
Priority Actions for the Restoration of the Complex of the Monastery of St. Mi-
chael the Archangel under the Golden Dome in Kiev and the Church of the As-
cension of the Blessed Virgin Mary in the Kiev-Pechersk Lavra” which allowed
for the restoration of such outstanding sites as the Church of the Dormition
of the Mother of God Pyrohoshchia in Kiev’s Padol district,'® the monument to
Princess Olga, St. Andrew the Apostle and Sts. Cyril and Methodius in Kiev,
St. Vladimir’s Cathedral in Chersonese Taurida (Fig. 13, 14).

In the modern conditions of Ukraine, the experience of restoration and revi-
talization of historic buildings in Lodz is also useful. This Ukrainian and Polish
experience accumulated during joint research' can be successfully used in re-
storing Ukrainian cities after the war with Russia.

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Modern times have proven that the tragedy of war can also become a source
of creativity — literary, artistic, photographic. Even under fire, there is a desire
to make artistic photos and films, to write down one’s own reflections on the
meaning of life, which the military mostly do not have time for. According to
Serhii Belinskyi: ,,of course, it is a pity that the thoughts that appear on the front
lines are not recorded, because they disappear”. Given the simultaneous appear-
ance of artworks, photographic exhibitions about the war, it can be predicted
that after the end of the war struggle, this process will intensify, as it did after
the end of World War II, when generations emerged who had not seen the war
with their own eyes and wanted to learn more about it.

At the same time, according to the authors, it is not necessary to wait for
the victory of Ukraine to start creating, because the most vivid, tragic emo-
tions, impressions, memories are born precisely during the war. Later, the best
directors in the world will shoot heroic action films, in which every scene will be
thought out and directed, all the lines of the characters will be written to make
the strongest possible impression on the audience, poems and monumental paint-
ings will be created. But what is being born right now, under fire — this very play,
is and will be the truest, ornament-ree picture of war without unnecessary pathos.

The uniqueness of this study lies in the scientific and creative collaboration
of an international team of scholars — art historians and architects, as well as
military officers who are directly on the front line, in the South and defending
Ukraine. This led to a rather unconventional design and content of the article,

which determined the photographs from the war zone.

ELITY NIEDYNASTYCZNE RUSKIEGO (?) POCHODZENIA W StUZBIE
WOJSKOWEJ PIASTOW OD KONCA XII DO PIERWSZEJ POLOWY
XIV W. NIEKTORE SPOSTRZEZENIA ANTROPONIMICZNE

Streszczenie. Przejawem bliskich miedzydynastycznych stosunkéw rusko-polskich w okre-
sie od X do XIV w. byty nie tylko liczne dwustronne matzenstwa miedzy panujacymi rodami,
konflikty zbrojne, uktady pokojowe, istnienie na terenie miast polskich spotecznosci Rusinéw
czy Polakéw w miastach ruskich, ale réwniez nierzadko petnienie stuzby wojskowej na rzecz
sasiednich dynastii. Obecnos¢ tych tak zwanych Lachéw na stuzbie Rurykowiczéw jest do-
brze znana. Naszym zadaniem byto znalezienie analogii do wojskowej stuzby poszczegdlnych
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Rusinéw wsrod Piastow. Nie udato sie odnalez¢ takich oséb w tym okresie, ktére bytyby okre-
$lane facinskim terminem Ruthenus. Niemniej jednak na szczegdélng uwage zastuguja cztery
przyktady przedstawicieli rycerstwa noszacych nietypowe dla polskich rodéw imiona - Boris
(Boris, Borissij, Borisius), w dwéch przypadkach Wasyl (Vasillus, a takze Waysil, Waysszil, Waszil,
Vazil, Woysil) oraz Dymitr (Dimitrius). Naszym zdaniem prawdopodobnie s3 to przedstawiciele
elity ruskiego pochodzenia niebedacy cztonkami koronowanej dynastii, ktérzy znaleZli sie na
stuzbie wtadcoéw slaskich, matopolskich lub mazowieckich nie tyle w wyniku istniejacych mie-
dzydynastycznych stosunkéw dwustronnych, ile wskutek matzenstw arystokracji obu krajéow.

NON-DYNASTIC ELITES OF THE RUTHENIAN (?) ORIGIN IN
THE MILITARY SERVICE OF THE PIASTS OF THE END OF THE
12™ - THE FIRST HALF OF THE 14™ CENTURY
SOME ANTHROPONYMICAL OBSERVATIONS

Summary. Extremely close inter-dynastic Ruthenian-Polish relations of the 10t*"-14 centu-
ries were accompanied not only by the largest number of the bilateral marriages of the ru-
lers, permanent military conflicts, peace treaties, the appearance of the compact communities
of Ruthenians in the cities of the Piast dynasty or of Poles in Rus’, but also often by the military
service to the neighboring dynasties. The presence of the outlined as the ,Lyakhs” in the ser-
vice of the Rurikids is well known. Our task was to find the analogues of the military service
of single Ruthenians by the Piasts. According to the Latin identification Ruthenus, such persons
could not be found during the mentioned period. However, the example of four representatives
of the military nobility, bearers of the completely atypical for the possessions of the Polish
dynasty names, deserves a special attention. There were Gopuc (Boris, Borissij, Borisius), in two
cases Bacunwb (Vasillus, Waysil, Waysszil, Waszil, Vazil, Woysil) and Imumpo (Dimitrius). In our
opinion, most likely we are talking about the representatives of the non-dynastic elites of the
Ruthenian origin in the first or second generations, who ended up in the service of the Silesian,
Lesser Poland, or Masovian Princes due to the existing bilateral inter-dynastic relations, how-
ever - as a result of the matrimonial ties of the nobles of both countries.

Streszczenie. Artykut poswiecony jest uzbrojeniu oraz sposobom jego uzycia przez zbrojnych
z oddziatow jagiellonskich w bitwie pod Orsza (1514). W celu wyjasnienia problemu wykorzy-
stano Zrédta ikonograficzne i pisane z tamtego okresu, wsréd ktérych uwzgledniono nie tylko
relacje narracyjne, ale takze traktaty fechtunku z pierwszej potowy XVI w.

ARMORED MEN-AT-ARMS IN THE BATTLE OF ORSHA (1514)
ARMS, ARMOR AND TACTICS

Summary. The article is devoted to the arms, armor and tactics of its use by the Jagiellonian
men-at arms in the Battle of Orsha (1514). To solve the problem, visual and textual sources
of the time were used, among the latter, not only narrative, but also fencing treatises of the first
half of the 16" century, which highlight the peculiarities of the use of knightly weapons in horse
combat, were considered. As a result of source analysis, the author came to the conclusion that
the armored cavalry of the Jagiellonian army did not fundamentally differ from the Western
European chivalry of the time either in terms of equipment or combat techniques. Compar-
ing the iconography of knightly weapons in the main visual source related to the battle - the
,Battle of Orsha” panel from the National Museum in Warsaw with clearly dated examples
of the period of the first decade - the middle of the second decade of the 16" century, we can
say with certainty that the panel does not contain anachronisms depicted.

WEAPONS OF KAMIANKA-BUSKA (STRUMILOWA) CASTLE
IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 16™ CENTURY

Summary. The Central Archives of Historical Records in Warsaw holds the documents contain-
ing information about the armament and fortification of royal castles on the eastern borders
of the Kingdom of Poland, including the descriptions of cities and castles in the Lviv Land of
the Ruthenian Voivodeship. In particular, the collection of manuscripts from years 1534 (2 reg-
isters) and 1542 (1 register) contains several pages of information about the weapons stored
in the small castle in Kamionka Strumitowa (since 1944 p. Kamianka-Buzka (Kam'aHka-By3bka),
currently a town in the Lviv Region in western Ukraine). The shorts synopsis comprises records
only about castle weapons, artillery and stocks of ammunition. The purpose of this article is
to show the state of artillery and small arms that were supposed to protect the inhabitants
of Kamianka from the attacks of Tatars, Turks and Moldovans. According to the manuscripts,
it appears that the castle artillery consisted of 4 bombards or veuglaires, 1 bronze cannon,
1 small fauconneau (péttarasnica), 1 mortar, 1 damaged fauconneau (tarasnica). The personal
handfirearms of the defenders of Kamianka-Buzka included a 4-7 handguns (rusznica) and
9-10 hackbut (hakownica). The garrison also had 12 crossbows and 2 tensioning mechanisms
for the bow string (goats foot lever, hewar). Cold weapons appeared to be not popular, as the
records mention only 4 bear spears (rohatina). The reserves of body armour were small and
amounted to only 5 breastplates (plachy przednie) and 2 backplates (plachy zadnie) of cuirass
and 6-9 helmets (kettle hats). Artillery supplies were represented by bullets, gunpowder and tin.

THE SABER OF ALEXEY APOSTOL FROM COLLECTION OF MUSEUM
IN MIROHOROD. A HISTORICAL STUDY OF A WEAPON

Summary. The article presents a thorough study of the unique saber of 17t century, that kept
in the Mirhorod Local Lore Museum (Ukraine). The form of blade of this ‘Hussar’ saber repres-
ents a special mix of Ottoman and Eastern European weaponry traditions of the Early Modern
Times. After a comprehensive analyze of the inscriptions on the blade, the author interpreted
them as the name of the owner of weapon, inscription year, didactic sentence and bind them
up with the real historical events and persons, known from the written sources. This saber is
important for analyzing and illustrating the development of Eastern European blades, and re-
cognized as a very rare sample, that belonged to the Alexey Apostol - a high-ranking Cossack
noble of polk (province) of Mirhorod.

OBRAZ ,NIEBIANSKIEGO IMPERIUM” W AMERYKAI\:ISKIEJ
KARYKATURZE PODCZAS POWSTANIA BOKSEROW
(POWSTANIA YIHEQUAN) (1899-1901)

Streszczenie. W niniejszym artykule przeanalizowano obraz mandzurskich Chin w amerykan-
skiej karykaturze politycznej w przededniu i podczas powstania bokseréw (powstania yihe-
quan). W drugiej potowie XIX w. w Stanach Zjednoczonych ukazywat sie szereg czasopism,
ktére specjalizowaty sie wytacznie w dziedzinie karykatury polityczne;j.

THE IMAGE OF THE CELESTIAL EMPIRE IN AMERICAN CARTOONS
DURING THE YIHETUAN MOVEMENT (1899-1901)

Summary. In the article analyzes the image of Manchurian China in American political cartoons
on the eve and during the Yihetuan Movement. In the second half of the 19t century in the USA
appeared a number of magazines which specializing in political cartoons.

Such magazines as ,Harper’s Weekly”, ,Puck” and ,Judge”, whose cartoons looked like works
of art, held leading positions among them. Cartoonists, were raising acute economic, political
and social issues in their works, not only actualized them, but also were forming public opinion.
Foreign policy problems weren't left outside also. The object attention of American caricatur-
ists at the end of the 19t - early of the 20t century was China, what were caused by the US
economic interests in this region.

American caricature portrayed the Chinese and China as a backward barbarian or a treach-
erous official, which didn't want to keep pace with progress. The beginning of the Yihetuan
Movement and participation of the American troops in its suppression had a significant impact
on the image of ,Celestial Empire”. A bloodthirsty barbarian and a huge dragon, which was
bringing only destruction and anarchy, replaced the backward Chinese barbarian in the car-
toons. The dominance of such images fully corresponded to the then ideas about the civilizing
mission of the US, and became a part of the myth of the so-called ,Yellow Peril”.

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TRANSPORTATION OF UKRAINIAN
PRISONERS-OF-WAR AND INTERNEES
FROM EASTERN GALICIATO THE POLISH
POW CAMPS IN YEARS 1918-1920

Summary. In the years 1918-1921, one of the main challenges of Polish military logistics was
the transportation of prisoners-of-war and internees from the front to camps located inside the
country. This article will present a part of this problem, e.g., the transportation of the Ukrainian
POWs and internees during and after the war for Eastern Galicia in 1918-1919. The following
research questions will be analyzed: how was the Polish military system for POWSs organized
in terms of transportation? How did the POWs transfer stations in Lviv’'s prison ,Brygidki”
and at Przemysl-Zasanie, as well as at the assembly points at military units, function? In which
conditions were prisoners-of-war transported from the front to the interior of the country?

Keywords: prisoners-of-wars, internees, Polish Army, Ukrainian Halych Army, Polish-Ukrainian
war 1918-1919

In the years 1918-1921, one of the main challenges of Polish military logistics
was the transportation of the prisoners-of-wars and internees from the frontline
to camps located in the interior of the country. Large masses of POWS had to
be evacuated from the front, especially in the late spring and summer of 1919,
as well as in August and September 1920. In this presentation, I would like to
present a part of this problem, that is, the transportation of Ukrainian prisoners
of war and internees from the front as well as from Eastern Galicia during and
after the Polish-Ukrainian war. During the offensives in May and July 1919,
several thousand of Ukrainian Halych Army soldiers were taken prisoner by the
Polish army; in addition, several thousand civilians were arrested and deported

from Galicia; all these people ended up in camps located in the western part
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of Galicia, in Central Poland and also in Pomerania. In this presentation,
I would like to answer the following research questions: How was the Polish
POW service organized in terms of transporting POWSs from the front? How
did the so-called ,POW assembly points,” belonging to regiments, brigades
or divisions and the ,POW transfer stations” in Brygidki and Zasanie func-
tion? How and under what conditions were transports of prisoners and in-
ternees inside the country performed? Why and how were the prisoners and
internees moved between camps?

During and after the Polish-Ukrainian war, circa 35 000-40 000 people,
both UHA soldiers and Ukrainian civilians, were interned in the camps, loc-
ated in the Western Galicia or in the territory of Central Poland (at that time
called Congress Poland), in 1920 also in Pomerania. Among the most impor-
tant ones, there were Dabie (near Cracow), Wadowice, Pikulice near Przemysl,
Strzatkéw, Modlin, De¢blin, three camps located in the territory of Brest-Litovsk
fortress (unfamous Bugszopy, Koszary Grajewskie and Fort Berga), Tuchola
near Grudzigdz; in 1919 there were also a few temporary camps in the East-
ern Galicia, including Stanistawdéw, Ztoczéw, Czortkéw. It is necessary to add
at that point, that the so-called ,,POW transfer stations” located on the territory
of the Lviv prison ,,Brygidki” and in the barrack in Przemysl in Zasanie district
also belonged to the Polish captivity system.

Usually, Ukrainian civilians were interned by the gendarmerie, then inter-
rogated at the nearest gendarmerie station, and, at the end, transferred to the
»POW transfer station,” while soldiers of the UHA were captured on the front-
line during fights, or — as it was during Polish offensives in May and July 1919
— during the Ukrainian retreat, when the Ukrainian units were encircled by
the Polish forces.

Asarule, the first thingafter capturing, was stripping prisoners-of-war of their
equipment and uniforms. This practice was so common, that the Ministry of the
Military Affairs (Polish: Ministerstwo Spraw Wojskowych, further: MSWojsk.)
issued a special order, emphasizing that such behavior is incompatible with the
international regulations, and also makes it impossible for the captives to be
used for labour purposes later; moreover, their survival of the winter in ragged

prison uniforms is questionable. They, therefore, asked the Supreme Command

of the Polish Army (further: NDWP) to issue an order strictly forbidding such
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practices.! Then, the captives were subjected to interrogation. As early as No-
vember 30, 1918, the Command of the Polish Forces for Eastern Galicia (Polish:
Dowddztwo Wojska Polskiego na Galicje Wschodnia, further: DWP GW) is-
sued an order, that each POW was to be interrogated by an intelligence officer.
In Lviv, in December 1918, the interrogation of soldiers was to be carried out
by the commandant of the transfer station and officers assigned to assist them;
prisoners of war, on the other hand, were admitted to the abovementioned sta-
tion on the basis of written or verbal reports from the commandant of the POW
transport. The internees were to be interrogated by the intelligence unit. After
interrogation, both the prisoners of war and the internees were to be sent im-
mediately to the camp of Dabie.* Such practices lasted for a couple of months.
Finally, the detailed order for transporting and registering POWs and internees
was set up by the MSWojsk. on July 11, 1919, while instructions of interrogation
had been set up two months carlier.* According to the Second Bureau of the
ministry instruction from May 20, 1919, the captives were to be examined im-
mediately after being taken prisoner, before the moment of shock had passed.
Great importance was attached to the psychological approach, namely: to the
ability to examine, to instill the impression that the examinee was incapable
of deceiving the interrogating officer, to emphasize the consistency of answers;
if there was a suspicion that the examinee was lying, questions were to be asked
again randomly after the interrogation was over. It was underlined that a great
impression was made on the prisoners by announcing to them the data, which
had already been collected from other prisoners. What was of the real interest
to the intelligence? Everything about military units, begining with informa-
tion about where a particular soldier served, where he was taken prisoner, where
his units and headquarters are located, how many men were in the unit, how

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officers handled soldiers, whether there are many wounded and sick, what dis-
eases, armaments and supplies were like, and what rumors circulated among sol-
diers’ What concerns the order of the interrogation, at first, the captives were
to be examined at the regimental command, then at the division command, and
only in exceptional cases — at the army command. After the interrogation, the
POWSs were to be sent back to assembly points. Analogously, in the case of in-
ternees, they were to be sent to the division command, where an intelligence
officer was to check whether there was actually a reason for internment.®

After the interrogation, the POW had to be sent to ,divisional assembly
points”. It is worth noting that on the Galician Front each division was to organ-
ize its own POW assembly point.” The 6™ Rifle Division organized one in Ter-
nopil, in the ,,Franz Josef Barracks,” the 10* Infantry Division in Borszczéw,
the 3" Legionary Infantry Division in Yampol, and the 5% Infantry Division
in Kopyczynce. Until the assembly points in all divisions and the ,POW trans-
fer station” in Lviv were organized, the POW assembly stations in Ternopil,
Chortkiv, Kopyczynce and Ztoczéw in the area of Command of Lviv Staging
District had been still abut to function,® (after they were to be liquidated). At the
assembly points at the divisions, the registration of a person was to be carried
out, paying particular attention to the correct data of capture and whether the
prisoner of war was taken prisoner by force or deserted from the Ukrainian
Halych Army. Two copies of the registration card were to be filled out there, then
sent together with the POW to the transfer station. In the case of internees, the
forms were to be filled out by the division command, while it was emphasized
that columns 7 and 8 should always be filled out (where, when and by whom
interned, reason for internment). It should also be noted that those prisoners
of war and internees, who had some sort of crime on their record were to have the
appropriate notes written on their registration forms and were sent immediately

from the transfer station to military prisons. The prisoner of war or internee

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was then taken to a transfer station, from where he was immediately sent to
camps in the interior of the country. Arbitrary sending directly from the front
to the camps was forbidden (nevertheless, it happened many times). The duties
of the transfer stations included: checking that POW's and internees had a com-
plete set of documents; noting where they were being sent (copies of the registra-
tion forms were to be sent to the Ministry of Military Affairs and the originals
to the camp, where the person was to be sent); collating and sending out trans-
ports; and, of utmost importance, sanitary control of people, who arrived to
the station (including disinfecting all those passing through the station).”
When a sufficient number of prisoners of war and/or internees gathered
at the transfer stations, it was ordered to send them to the camps. This was
done by railroad transports. Escorts were provided by units subordinate to the
Supreme Command of the Polish Army."* In December 1918, DWP for GW
ordered, that batches of no more than 200 people per day had to be sent to
the camp of Dabie."" Later, batches of up to 1400 people were sent from Lviv
to camps, punctuation in both: Western Galicia and the Congress Poland.
From the transfer stations in Brygidki and Przemysl-Zasanie, the follow-

ing transports were identified, which were processed westwards in the spring

of 1919:
e April 14, 1919 — Transfer Station in Lviv — 488 people sent to Dabie."
e May 2, 1919 - Transfer Station in Lviv — 465 people sent to Dabie and Wa-

dowice.”?

e May 31, 1919 — Transfer Station in Lviv — 92 POWs sent to Wadowice.

sent to Dabie.”

To the above mentioned list, there should be added the transport of 1200
prisoners of war, who arrived at the Brest-Litovsk fortress on July 22, 1919, and
who was probably also set out from Przemysl-Zasanie via Kowel.'® There were
also other cases: prisoners of war, taken in the last phase of the Polish offensive
in Eastern Galicia, had been concentrated in Buczacz, from where they were sent
to Brest-Litovsk via Stanistawéw, Lviv and Przemysl.”” Sometimes the transports
were directed to the wrong places, which prolonged the already long way to the
camps: in May 1919, the prisoners were sent to the liquidated camp in Szczy-
piorno instead of Strzatkowo, which caused the intervention of the MSWojsk."

There were also incidents, such as the transport of 794 POWs and internees
from the camps in the Brest-Litovsk fortress to Dabie in August 1919. More
attention should be paid to discuss it. The reason for transporting a part of the
prisoners-of-war from the fortress to Cracow was, according to the information
gathered from transported people, the announced visitation of one of the for-
eign missions; in fact, it was rather needed to reduce the number of pisoners due
to the typhus and dysentery epidemic. For this reason, on August 2, 1919, a hasty
cleanup of the ,Koszary Grajewskie” (Grajewy Barracks) camp began, the num-
ber of sanitary personnel was increased, the camp and people were disinfected,
they were shorn and bathed. After midnight on August 3, people were woken
up for breakfast, and then 262 of them went to the train station (they were given

some food supplies for the road). The group from ,,Fort Berga” camp received

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nothing but breakfast and raw peas. In addition, a group of prisoners-of-war
from ,,Bugszopy” camp was also attached to them. The peasants were packed into
freight cars, and the 28 intelligentsia members (among them there were 8 Greek-
catholic priests and 8 women) were packed into a third-class passenger car. The
journey took 3 days (August 4-6, 1919); during the whole way, cadet Euczycki
of the 35 Infantry Regiment, who was in charge of the transport, did not allow
the cars to be opened to allow the transportees to take care of natural needs.
The railcars were reportedly sealed — ,,they (POWs) were hauled like cattle, and
perhaps worse”. No food was served, and a few or a dozen internees died during
the journey (on the other hand, the Polish sources report only one death in a train
car), but their bodies were not removed. Physical needs were taken care of in the
cars, and when a hole was cut in one of the wagons, it was immediately clogged by
Polish soldiers.”” In addition, at the Granica station, the captives were beaten
by the soldiers of general Haller’s army. Upon arrival in Krakow, people had
been so weak, that 116 of them were brought to Dabie on stretchers. ,,People
could barely get out, others fell straight from the train cars, others were led out
by stronger”.*® Two corpses were thrown from the train cars, one person died in
an instance after crossing the camp gate. Apparently, 18 corpses remained in the
carriages.”! This resulted in dozens of people being sent to the hospital the next
day after arrival.” Those, who could not stand were deposited at the registra-
tion building (75 people, 3 of whom died immediately).”” As they were con-
fined to a barracks (quarantine), they received nothing to cat. As a result, the
local POWs and internees gave them their lunch and dinner (milk and bread of
better quality were bought for them in the following days).

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a treatment was the death of some of the newcomers. The unconfirmed data
from ,Vpered” (,Briepea”) newspaper puts the number of victims at 63 until
September 17, 1919.* The Ministry of Military Affairs requested the Supreme
Command of the Polish Army to investigate the case; it was ordered to hold
the authorities who were at ,,gulity of the fact that the transport of Ukrainian
prisoners-of-war was sent back from Brest-Litovsk into the central part of the
country in such a terrible sanitary condition,” which, according to the Ministry,
threatened to spread the plague throughout the country.® Other newspapers
also wrote about this transport. The Jews were interested in it due to the large
number of internees of this nationality in the transport.?® There is a suspicion
that such a disastrous organization was caused by the transfer of captives from
one authority to another. Incidentally, on August 29, 1919, the Supreme Com-
mand of the Polish Army issued an order to the Brest-Litovsk fortress command,
forbidding the shipment of prisoners-of-war who were not cleaned of lice and
had not been subjected to the 20-day quarantine in other camps or in the POW
labor units, since such situations, despite the regulations in force, continued to
occur.”” On the other hand, one of the next transports to Dabie — which arrived
on August 15, 1919, from the Transfer Station in Przemysl-Zasanie — was found
to be ,in complete disorder”. 447 people were sent, without specifying whether
they were prisoners of war or internees, 115 people were not included in the
list at all, others were again entered twice, and the commander of the transport
did not present any order or other document stating whether or not and until
when these people had collected money. In addition, it was impossible to clarify,

who was a prisoner-of-war and who was an internee. The MSWojsk., therefore,

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ordered the Command of General Military of the District of Lviv to conduct
an investigation and bring those responsible to justice.*®

Due to the constant overcrowding in the camps, the Ministry of Military Af-
fairs, from time to time, had to give instructions where to direct transports. Thus,
the MSWojsk., by letter no. 2093/Mob. of May 12, 1919, notified the NDWP,
that as of May 16 the prisoners of war were to be sent back to Strzatkowo, but
people were still being sent to other, already overcrowded places. As of June 4, all
transports were to be sent to Brest-Litovsk.” In a letter dated for June 27, 1919,
the MSWojsk. once again asked the NDWP not to send the prisoners-of-war to
Wadowice, as the camp is overcrowded, and, instead, to send them back to Brest-
-Litovsk. It also asked to send 250 Ukrainian POWs to Modlin to be used there
for work.>® However, that transport was transferred to Strzatkowo.”! In mid-Sep-
tember 1919, the MSWojsk. ordered all transports of prisoners-of-war to be sent
only to Pikulice. This was due to the typhus epidemic in Dabie and Strzatkowo.
Hance, and sending them to Wadowice was inadvisable. The NDW P added that
POWs should be sent only to Pikulice, and unconditionally by the route pro-
vided for in the regulations, i.e. through the transfer stations. They were to be
segregated only after the typhus epidemic was eliminated, and then distributed
among the camps. The NDWP particularly stressed strict execution of this or-
der, since failure to comply risked closure of the last camp still open (Pikulice),
and the impossibility of sending the prisoners to the center of the country. The
strict implementation of the order was the responsibility of the individual com-

mands of the fronts, fortresses, as well as commands of the staging districts.*

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It even came to an absurd situation that a transport of 360 officers from Dabie to
Strzatkéw, was sent back to Pikulice after not being accepted in the latter place,
and then again back to Dabie.”

The road to the camp was often a hard physical and mental experience, both
for the internees and for the UHA soldiers, especially at the end of 1918, when
the Poles were ,,on a wave” of patriotic feelings, and the Ukrainian side’s actions
seemed to them, at the very least, treasonous. The accounts, written in late 1918
and early 1919, seem quite credible for depicting how the Poles behaved towards
the captives. It seems that the most difficult situation was in Lviv in November
1918. Mykola Dmytriuk stated that ,,Polish society, under the influence of the
fresh patriotic press, simply fell into an exaltation of frenzied anger and hatred
towards the guided captives”. Vulgarities were shouted at the led prisoners, they
were spat upon, and vengeance was demanded on the spot. Soldiers beat the
captives and took away their clothes and shoes.** On the other hand, a senior
artilleryman Semen Prokurant reported that they were escorted from Brygidki
to the station in fours, with the two senior sergeants walking in the lead having
their hands tied, while the entire column was bound with chains (these facts,
however, are difficult to verify). Lieutenant J.G. stated, that in Lviv women spat
on Ukrainians, and children threw stones at them.*> Negative attitudes toward
Ukrainians were also felt by the POWs in Rzeszéw. When they were led to din-
ner, onlookers shouted: ,What, for dinner? give him poison, don’t eat, drive
them to the barracks, pour kerosene on them and burn the «cabanas»”.*¢ Such
behaviour can also be found in many other accounts. Therefore, unfortunately,
it should be considered the norm rather than an exception. Officers were in a not

much better situation. Second Lieutenant, Yaroslav Marenin of the 6™ Sokal

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Brigade was taken prisoner on the night of May 31 - June 1, 1919, in Zaboczy-
ki.

In turn, the wounded lieutenant Antin Nawolski, despite his
protests, was taken out of the hospital in December 1918, and was laid in the
snow at the main station in Lviv, where the crowd began shouting ,,knock out
the son of a bitch”. The gathered people were also kicking his wounded leg.*®
Another transport, from Buczacz to Brest, in the summer of 1919, was also
held in dire conditions: during its formation, the captives received nothing but
thin soup and a meager breakfast prepared by the local Jewish-Ukrainian com-
mittee. Fifty or more people were stuffed into the train cars. Water and food
were not provided. The prisoners were transported further. During the trans-
port, which lasted from July 15 to 27, the captives received only a little bread,
two cans of food from the Entente supplies, coffee, rice, and American rusks,
obviously in insufficient quantities. In addition, the arrival in Brest itself must
have been a hard experience: on July 27, 1919, the assembled Polish population
showered the prisoners with ,,a hail of curses, insults and threats”* Lt. Mykhailo
Slobidski cited the reaction of a Polish official in Halych when he became up-
set with the Ukrainian officers when they were asked by him whether ,,the of-
ficers still wanted Ukraine”. After the UHA officers answered in the affirmative,

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the official said, ,And damn you, Ukrainian provocateurs! Do you guys still
crave Ukraine? I'd have all of you shot, ... your mothers!™°

On the other hand, the transport from Zasanie to Dabie, which set out on
August 19, 1919, in the number of 180 people, stopped in Rzeszéw, where every-
one was taken out of the train, and led through the streets of the city. The
10 people who were beaten were taken to the hospital, and when they returned
to the station, the soldiers of general Haller’s Army rushed at the captives and
spat. In turn, on August 20, 1919, another transit transport was pelted by shep-
herds with stones, two of which hit the heads of the women being transported
(they were seriously injured).* Additionally, it should be added that very often
transports were supplied with less food than they should have been, or none
at all. During one of the transports from Brygidki to Strzatkowo the prisoners
had allegedly been given water without bread only four times for eight days,
which, however, seems unlikely.*> Despite the decommissioning of the Brest-
-Litovsk camps in November 1919 and their conversion into a transfer station,
some UHA officers and soldiers remained there until January 1920. Not un-
til the middle of that month, were they transported to Wadowice. Once again,
the transport took place under harsh conditions — 300 Ukrainians and Bolshe-
viks were crammed into train cars without stoves. The journey lasted six days
without food, only on the fifth day in Czestochowa, did the captives receive
black coffee.®

Prisoners-of-war from hospitals located in Eastern Galicia were also trans-
ported by sanitary trains. During the transportation of 147 wounded Ukrainian
prisoners-of-war by the Polish Army Hospital Train no. 12 from Stanislaviv to
Lviv on July 12 and 13, 1919, some of UHA officers broke several windows and
behaved rudely towards the escort, in addition, it turned out that they had not
been searched, so agitational literature was found with them.**

From the trains, prisoners and internees were escorted by escorts to the

camps, where they were taken under the control of the camp authorities. For

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example, in Dgbie they were received by an inspection officer in a spacious court-
yard, with the escort remaining until the people were counted and taken over
by the camp officers, and after that they were led as a compact detachment out-
side the camp area.® Many of the POWs remembered the moment they crossed
the camp gates, because in the accounts, we find descriptions of the main en-
trances to these places. This is how lieutenant Jarostaw Diakon remembered
arriving in Pikulice: ,, Already from a distance, you can see that ominous in-
scription on the gate: «POW Camp no. 4 in Pikulice». We passed through the
gate and they closed this gate behind us, and behind many [of us] forever”.*
It should be added that, in practice, searches took place at each stage of the

transport. Here is the description of one situation that occurred in Pikulice:

We found ourselves in a large square, where a search began for weapons ,,so that
what kind of ,hajdamaka — caban” would not shoot later”. At the same time,
clothes were taken off. Whatever clothes, watches, money, gold and silver rings,
and other precious items had been left, were immediately taken away, supposedly
as a deposit. In the process, they were beaten. Oh, they beat mercilessly, and none
of us will forget this beating as long as we live.

Ukrainian prisoners-of-war and internees usually followed a similar path
— after being detained from assembly points at the units, through the division
to the transfer stations, from where they were sent in large transports to camps
located west or north to Eastern Galicia. The organization of these transports
left a lot to be desired. Likewise, the movement of people between camps. There
were often food shortage, non-adapted, non-disinfected and overcrowded train
cars. As we can see, the violence was very often used against the POWs and in-
ternees by the guards or the civilian crowds. A transport from Brest-Litovsk to
Dabie in August 1919 was particularly echoed, when several hundred Ukrain-
ians were transported in scandalous conditions, some of whom already died

during the transport, and many after arriving at the camp. The supreme Polish

The features of military support are described, which were
determined by the actual state of deployment of the armed divisions of the national resistance
movement. The analysis of the outlined topic will be carried out on the basis of a comparative
approach based on relevant materials relating to the specifics of the military support of the
main combatant forces of the theater of military operations in Galicia in the specified chrono-
logical period (UNS, AK, Soviet partisan units, etc.).

BYLI ZACHECANI DO PRZENIESIENIA SIE NA STEPOWE
REJONY ZSRR W 1951 R.

Streszczenie. Artykut poswiecony jest dziatalnosci agitacyjno-propagandowej wtadz radziec-
kich na terenach Bojkowszczyzny Zachodniej w roku 1951, majacej na celu sktonienie ludnosci
tego obszaru do migracji na potudnie i wschéd Radzieckiej Ukrainy. Jednoczesnie popularyza-
cja ideologii radzieckiej wsréd mieszkancéw regionu powinna przygotowac ludzi do przysztego
zycia w kotchozach na potudniu i wschodzie Ukrainy. Wysiedlenie wynikato z umowy o zmianie
granic panstwowych podpisanej 15 lutego 1951 r. pomiedzy Rzeczpospolita Polska a Zwiaz-
kiem Radzieckim. Wtasciwie, wtedy ponad 32 000 Ukraincéow zostato przymusowo przeniesio-
nych na potudniowe i wschodnie obszary Ukrainy. Jednak przed tym, w okresie zimy - wiosny
1951 r., agitatorzy radzieccy przez caty czas méwili o ,radzieckim raju”, gdzie rozdaja pola,
mleko, na ptotach wisza kietbasy, stonina, chleb smaruje sie codzienne mastem, ludzie jedza
mieso nie tylko od $wieta. Akcje propagandowa prowadzono, gromadzac ludnos¢ w klubach
i czytelniach, gdzie odbywaty sie wyktady i pokazywano filmy na temat dobrodziejstw zycia
pod wtadza radziecka. Nastepnie agitatorzy wybierali wsréd mieszkancéw delegacje na wyjazd
do miejsc przysztego przesiedlenia, aby zobaczyli ten ,bolszewicki raj”, a nastepnie zdali relacje
z podroézy, a ludzie zdecydowali, jak sie zachowac. Delegacji pokazywano domy podtaczone do
elektrycznosci, ttuste krowy na zielonych pastwiskach, pola po horyzont i obfitos¢ jedzenia.
Mtodziez, ktéra jako pierwsza pojechata do nowych miejsc zamieszkania, otrzymata zadanie
wybudowaé mieszkanie dla przysztych fal przesiedlencéw. Wielu mtodych ludzi widziato na
wtasne oczy wszystkie realia powojennej odbudowy w warunkach komunizmu na tamtejszych
ziemiach i o tym na rézny sposéb uprzedzali swoje rodziny, wzywajac je do pozostania na ro-
dzimej ziemi. Na ogét mieszkancy Bojkowszczyzny Zachodniej nie ufali agitatorom i nie byli
sktonni do zmiany miejsca zamieszkania. Sktonito to wtadze radzieckie do uzycia sity.

THE ,RIVERS FLOW WITH MILK AND SAUSAGE GROWS ON TREES”
OR HOW UKRAINIANS FROM WESTERN BOYKIVSHCHYNA
WERE AGITATED TO MOVE TO STEPPE REGIONS
OF THE USSR IN 1951

Summary. The article is devoted to the activities of Soviet authorities in Western Boykivsh-
chyna in 1951 that aimed to encourage people to move to the south and east of Soviet Ukraine.
At the same time the dissemination of communist ideology among the inhabitants of West-
ern Boykivshchyna should have to prepared people for future life in the southern and
eastern regions of Ukraine. Deportation was the result of the Polish-Soviet border adjustment
treaty (territorial exchange) since 15 February 1951. It has led to consequences: more than
32 000 Ukrainians without their consent were resettled to the south and east of USSR. Be-
fore winter - spring of 1951 Soviet agitators constantly were telling about ,Soviet paradise”,
where fields and milk are distributed, the sausages and lard hang on the fences, bread is greased
with butter every day, and people eat meat not only on holidays. For this fables people were
gathered in local clubs and reading rooms, where they were given lectures and showed films
about the abundance under the Soviet power. Then they were choosing delegations among
local people to visit the village in the places of future resettlement. The delegations were
being showed houses connected to electricity, fat cows on green pastures, endless fields
and the abundance of food. Young people, who first went to new places of residence, were given
the task of building a housing for future waves of displaced persons. A large part of the arrived
young people saw for their own eyes all the realities of post-war reconstruction under the condi-
tions of communism in the lands there, and they were cautioning about it their families in differ-
ent ways, were asking them not to leave their home land. In general, the inhabitants of Western
Boykivshchyna region did not believe the agitators and didn’t want to leave their native land.
This fact just more convinced the Soviet authorities in inevitability of the force resettlement.

SOVIET-GERMAN LEGAL COOPERATION
IN THE INVESTIGATION OF NAZI CRIMES

Summary. The article explores the peculiarities of the investigation of the Nazi crimes, which
were committed in the Soviet Union during the occupation. This article focuses on the coopera-
tion between the German and Soviet justice systems, which aimed to provide the German side
with additional information concerning the circumstances and perpetrators of the crimes. The
acts of the ,Extraordinary State Commission for Ascertaining and Investigating Crimes Perpe-
trated by the German-Fascist Invaders and their Accomplices”, the protocols of interrogation of
Nazi criminals, their accomplices and witnesses were the most important of them. The using
of materials received from the Soviet side, the identification of Nazi criminals were connected
with such problems: incomplete spelling of the names of the suspected persons, incorrectly
indicated military ranks or positions, the lack of information about suspected persons with
respect to particular crimes. Despite some political stereotypes, created by the Cold War, it
was some relatively successful examples of cooperation between the two legal systems in the
area of bringing Nazi criminals to justice.

DRUGA WOJNA SWIATOWA W DYSKURSIE SPOLECZNO-
-POLITYCZNYM I HISTORYCZNYM W DONBASIE (1985-2014)

Streszczenie. Autorka bada odzwierciedlenie wydarzen Il wojny $wiatowej w dyskursie
spoteczno-politycznym i historycznym w Donbasie w okresie pieriestrojki Gorbaczowa oraz
w czasach niepodlegtej Ukrainy. Nastepujace czynniki spowodowaty istotne zmiany w po-
strzeganiu tematyki wojennej: deideologizacja zycia publicznego, rozszerzenie tematyki badan
historycznych, mozliwos¢ dostepu do Zzrédet archiwalnych, ktére wczesniej byty niedostepne.
Przemiany te znalazty odzwierciedlenie w badaniach historycznych, edukacji, upamietnianiu
wydarzen i uczestnikédw wojny, ktérym wczesniej nie poswiecano wystarczajacej uwagi. W tym
okresie najaktywniej analizowano nastepujace zagadnienia: operacje wojskowe na terytorium
Donbasu w latach 1941-1943, zycie codzienne w regionie pod okupacja nazistowska, charak-
terystyke sowieckiego i nacjonalistycznego podziemia.

THE WORLD WAR 11 IN THE SOCIO-POLITICAL
AND HISTORICAL DISCOURSE IN THE DONBAS (1985-2014)

Summary. The article examines the peculiarities of the reflection of the events of the Second
World War in the socio-political and historical discourse in the Donbas during the ,perestroika”
period in the USSR and in the conditions of Ukrainian independence. The deideologization
of public life, the emergence of new topics of historical studies, the access to archival sources,
which were not available before, have caused significant changes in the perception of the topic
of the war. These transformations were reflected in historical research, education, in the me-
morialization of events and participants of the war, which had previously received insufficient
attention. The most actively researched topics during this period were: the everyday life in the
region under the Nazi occupation, the activity of the Soviet and nationalist underground,
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the military campaigns on the territory of Donbas in 1941-1943. Particular attention is given
to the activities of the ,Book of Memory” of Ukraine, which highlighted the cost of the war and
allowed hundreds of thousands of families to find information about the fate and place of burial
of their relatives who died during the war. At the same time, the politicization of historical
topics by different political actors greatly influenced the public mood and contributed to the
escalation of the conflict in Donbas in 2014.

WHY MUST THE UKRAINIAN WAR HAVE
HAPPENED? HOW DID THE WEST IGNORE
THE SIGNS OF IMPENDING TRAGEDY?

Summary. The article is going to reflect on the variety of origins leading to the current armed
conflict in Ukraine. It will adopt the interdisciplinary approach, mainly sociological, political, and
historical. Thus, instead of focusing on one important issue, | will try to gather the collective cause
of the ongoing tragedy. The elaboration will analyse the recent history of the relations between
Russia and the Western countries, and try to place the role of Ukraine in it. The main errors regard-
ing the foreign policies of the West, as well as those regarding the Euro-Atlantic integration will be
pointed out, too. The other issues that the Western world is facing will not remain unmentioned.
It will be demonstrated what could have been done, so that the conflict had never broken out.
The assessment of the current circumstances will provide suggestions what the countries should
do to avoid any similar dramatic scenario in the future. Finally, | will consider several possible
outcomes of the present situation. Apart from describing the pure facts available in the literature,
| will share with my own experiences in the West, in Russia, and in Ukraine. | will stress how the
phenomenon of propaganda is affecting the population. | will try to combine the general knowl-
edge with the perception of the facts by ordinary people.

1. The socio-political aspects

Having lived in the UK for quite a long time now, far away from the War Zone,
but also far enough from the other problems typical for Central and Eastern
Europe, I made an interesting observation. The understanding of Eastern polit-
ics in the West seems to lack certain very important elements. It does not only
regards the UK itself. Unlike the Eastern Europeans, the Westerners may be

unfamiliar with multiple nuances typical to Eastern countries and relations,
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which shape the politics over there. Therefore, the ignorance of some tiny but
crucial details might have affected the general perception of the recent events
in Ukraine from the point of view of the Western European and American
Academia.

The problem appears to be quite common among the academics who major
in politics. If it comes to the 2022 Russian invasion of Ukraine, most of them,
without a doubt, blame Vladimir Putin for the bloody ongoing tragedy. Some
political analysts would argue that the responsibility is shared amongst the pres-
ident’s entire narrow group of cronies (where Putin is the most powerful voice
anyway)." In any case, there is little doubt that the current Russian president is
the main person accountable for this diabolic decision. It is also widely agreed
that the way things that are happening now are reprehensible.

However, during one of the academic debates at the University of Reading
in England (where I am writing up my PhD on Internal Policies of Ukraine),
a question was asked: ,Was it wise for states such as the UK to suppose that
they could bring Ukraine into the Western orbit without that posing a seri-
ous (...) challenge to a Russia led by Putin?”. The very question made me feel
quite uncomfortable. It felt as if the whole problem was totally misunderstood.
If I were to answer this question, my first notion would be that Putin’s Russia
has been underappreciated by the Western world since the new Russian leader,
first as the Prime Minister (in 1999), and then as the President (in 2000) came
to power. The troubles had commenced even before the infamous 2007 Munich
conference, during which, in the aftermath of Putin’s speech, Russia was as-
sessed to make a U-turn in its politics.” I am referring here to the events such
as the Second Chechen War, the Litvinenko case,” and a few other issues, in-
cluding mysterious murders of Russian journalists,4 etc. After the conference,
the signs of Russian authoritarianism heading towards totalitarianism became

even more visible.

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Undoubtedly, the attitudes across the different Western states varied signific-
antly. As it is commonly believed, the Anglosphere nations have probably had
a tougher stance on Putin’s government than the majority of continental West-
ern European states. However, the above mentioned university debate, which
took place after the invasion had begun, was in the UK. It only proved that well-
educated specialists were still unaware how much damage people in power like
Vladimir Putin could do.

My main argument is that the collective West has never been naive whilst
trying to ,westernise” Ukraine simply because the Ukrainians wanted it them-
selves. All the failures resulted from the fact that the West should and could
have done a lot more in order to achieve this goal before the situation became

so perilous. The Western actions were simply insufficient.

2. The beginning of the full scale invasion

Before the Russo-Ukrainian War escalated to such an extent (it may not be for-
gotten that it had been continuing since 2014). Putin had demanded from the
West a neutral status for Ukraine by banning its accession to NATO (which
de-facto signified a very un-neutral status of the country, similar to that of
Lukashenka’s Belarus or Nazarbayev’s Kazakhstan), as well as the withdrawal
of the NATO troops from the Easternmost countries of the Alliance. The West
(mainly the US and the UK) called it ‘non-starters’. In my opinion, it was only
a language of diplomacy, for some leaders and politicians of the Western powers
would not mind the ,,neutrality” of Ukraine and de-facto letting it back to the
Russian sphere of influence. Nonetheless, removing troops from the existing
NATO countries would literally mean , The Russians dictating the US (and to
the lesser extent the other allies) what to do”. This has never been even a remote
possibility. Putin was well-aware of that. He might have only counted on the
Western lack of unanimity and wilful turning back on Ukraine. Nonetheless,
‘selling’ Ukraine to the mercy of Putin’s Russia, amongst other reasons, would
not have been considered a good PR. Therefore, it was denied, too. Eventually,
on the 24™ of February 2022, the Russian Armed Forces commenced a full
attack on the sovereign state of Ukraine.’

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3. Russia is always one step ahead

As the course of events shows, Russia has always been one step ahead. Dur-
ing the 2008 Georgian War, the Western countries did very little to react.
In fact, they did not know how to react. It was a great surprise to everybody.®
Of course, the situation in Georgia was completely different. The war (with
a number of ceasefires) has been ongoing since the collapse of the USSR or it
is even possible to claim (in the case of Abkhazia) that it had begun before the
Soviet Union was formed. South Ossetia might have been nothing more than
a Russian client state (more similar to Transnistria) but the history of Abkhazia
has been alittle different.

After the Ukrainian invasion, the stance of the Abkhaz politicians became
even more pro-Russian, hence, the true objectives of the unrecognised Abkhaz
authorities suddenly became very unclear, whether their ambition was the pro-
tection of their ethnicity (which has never been the case in South Ossetia) or
nothing more than protecting Russia in its anti-Western rhetoric.” Though this
is a topic for another elaboration. Nevertheless, in that conflict (at least in the
direct aftermath of it) it was not yet possible to claim that only one side was to
blame. From the current point of view, it may be more disputable.

The Ukraine crisis had a completely different scenario. It was an artificially
started war after the significantly long lasting peace, in which Putin used the
pretext of the far-right Ukrainians repressing the Russians and Russian-speakers
inhabiting Ukraine. The Kremlin’s unexpected strategy of the hybrid war, once
again, surprised the Western world, which signified that Russia was one step
ahead one more time. The assistance that the Western countries are providing
now should have already been provided eight years ago during the described
crisis. Likewise, the answer to the above-mentioned Georgian conflict should
have been proportionally stronger, too. Following this logic, the answer of the
West to the current crisis ought to be even more powerful. Despite the general

positive assessment of the Western unity and the collective reaction, only with

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few setbacks, in my opinion, the response is still far from the proper one. In the
next sections, I will attempt to explain the whys and wherefores, as well as to

indicate the failures of its insufficient implementation.

4. The Russians continue to threat

Since the beginning of the War, the Russian officials: Putin himself, but also the
former president and prime minister Dmitriy Medvedev (it looked as if he was
purposefully assigned to this role), a few other politicians, and several journal-
ists from the mainstream television channels such as Channel One® and RTR
Planeta’ have been constantly threatening that the Russian Federation may use
the nuclear weapons. Probably, it frightened much of the Western public, some
Western politicians (who, after all, represent this public). The question that
ought to be taken into consideration in such circumstances is: why is it us who
should we be afraid of the nuclear war, rather than Russia itself? We do also have
nuclear weapons, after all.

As the War in Ukraine has shown, our conventional weaponry appears to be
much more effective. The next interesting question is the following. Why does
Russia put itself into a position of blackmailing us if the people in the Kremlin
(rather than Putin himself) are perfectly aware that the nuclear attack on any
Western ally would likely lead to a scenario, in which Russia as a state would cease
to exist. Even the use of tactical warheads in Ukraine only, will also probably en-
counter a very decisive reaction. Obviously, nobody desires an Armageddon but
the Russian leadership counts on the Western common sense, simultaneously
excusing themselves from keeping it. Perhaps, the threats against Russia should
have been louder and harsher from the very first day of the invasion. Perhaps, the
West should loom over its threats, so they would sound so real, that the people
in the Kremlin began to believe in them genuinely, and became so frightened,
realising that if Ukraine had been attacked at the first place, the imminent full

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counterattack actually may have come true. This might have stopped the numer-
ous atrocities and war crimes committed by the Russian military in the territory
of Ukraine. As long as we are much stronger than Russia, such a stance of the
American and European politicians would pay off. Instead, we chose to observe
the situation, condemn the Russians, namely, accept it, as it happened.
Summing up, from the very beginning, the Western politics should have
been conducted the other way around. In fact, it is us who should always be
one step ahead. We should have made more efforts to make sure that the ba-
sic freedom, human rights and democracy have been followed since the 1990s
when Russia was economically weaker and there were real chances that it would
become a democratic country one day in the future. Actually, we ruined these

opportunities.

5. What the West is doing now

Considering the circumstances, the question arises what the West should do
now. There already exist a variety of opinions. At the beginning, we have to
realise, though, the less we do and, simultaneously, the more we allow the Putin’s
regime to do, the bigger likelihood of an even greater escalation, including, at the
worst case scenario, the full III World War with the use of the nuclear weapons.
Certainly, it does not have to go that far. I am only arguing that the passiveness
brings us closer to such or even a slightly less dreadful (but still horrid enough)
scenario.

During the first phase of invasion, there were strong voices of opposition
when a no-fly zone over Ukraine was an issue. The analogous problem occurred
when it came to the transfer of the American-built, Polish fighter jets to the
country. The restraints aimed not to provoke Russia and, obviously, to avoid
the World War Three. Actually, these restraints only made Russia a little bit
stronger at that time. The fear built in the West reflected by the indecisive
policies turned out to be a perfect fitting element of the propaganda machine.
The issue will be discussed further in this article.

On the other hand, it cannot be denied that if the war spread into the wider
area, the eventual death toll might be much larger, especially if nuclear weapons
were to be used. However, that is only a guess. In fact, Putin never needed

any particular actions to be provoked. The regime has been perfectly capable
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of coining them by itself. It is reasonable to claim that if Putin wanted to attack
NATO countries, he would do it anyway using any illogical pretext, like he did
many times before. If he did not want it, he would not do it no matter how many
planes or other equipment we would deliver to Ukraine.

Whether looking (even having provided some military support) at dying
children, women, and men, as if it was a chess game, is moral is not so easy to
answer. To tell the truth, whether the bombs fall on Kyiv, Warsaw, or London,
they kill the identically good people. Sometimes, we have to forget about the
national borders and defend the greater values, such as basic freedom and justice.
These words were quoted many times ,,It is not the war between Ukraine and
Russia. It is a war between freedom and tyranny”. Together, we may be able to
save many lives, and the total death toll may actually fall down at the end of the
war. Whether or not NATO should intervene, risking a potential nuclear war
but also enlarging the chances of bringing everything back to peace much faster,
remains an open question. I guess very few people would be able to make such
adecision. It would resemble a lottery.

However, it seems probable that nobody will have to make it, anyway. The
Ukrainians, having made significant gains at the battlefield, forced the Russian
commanders to take more extreme steps. The Kremlin announced the de-jure
partial mobilisation (the programme, which has already had numerous failures,
which rarely take place when the draft has been announced in most of the coun-
tries in the recent history). The countries considered ,,Putin’s allies” implied to
him during the recent Samarkand summit that they were losing patience due
to their disappointment of the Russian policies. At the beginning of the ,,Spe-
cial Military Operation”, the censorship in Russia has reached the levels unseen
since the times of the USSR. Even the use of words ,war” or ,invasion” were
punishable by law. Many people were arrested. Many others fled the country.
Now, more and more people who hold the political post openly criticise Putin’s
assessment of the situation. Unfortunately, it may lead to Putin wishing to use
his last resources. If the stance of the Western nations was stronger at the very
beginning, Putin would not be left so isolated with very few options left (in-
cluding the button to the bomb). Luckily, there are still people in the Kremlin
who can stop him but this might turn into a fight for power in Russia itself
and maybe a civil war of unpredictable scale. In such a case, it is not possible to
foresee what policies the new authorities will introduce, either. It is probable,
though, that, at the time, Russia will be already on a verge of bankruptcy.
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6. The Eastern enlargement of the pro-Western institutions

It was discussed what opportunities the Western countries are having at the
moment (and what they have been having recently due to the constant and
dynamic changes of the overall situation). Nonetheless, there were things that
could have been done in earlier the past (until 2021), which would have allowed
to shun the whole tragedy. First of all, the process of Euro-Atlantic integration
for Ukraine and other aspirant countries could be instigated much sooner and
performed much faster.

As it was assumed that Russia was always one step ahead, the obvious ques-
tion arises why the answer of the West was always delayed. In order to try to
answer it, let us have a closer look at the end of communism in Europe in 1989.
Poland, Czechoslovakia, Hungary, and a few other countries were totalitarian
regimes at the time, de-facto cut off economically from the free world. With
regard to three above-mentioned ones, it took them ten years only to join
NATO." It took them just fifteen years to join the EU. The process included
the changes of the whole political systems, judiciaries, law enforcements, and
so on. In comparison, let us look at the Balkan countries, which have unsuc-
cessfully been attempting to join the EU for more than 20 years. Of course, the
Yugoslav Wars have been the main cause. However, when the conflicts finished,
the states have significantly changed. Moreover, the wars did not cover all the
nations of the region (such as [North] Macedonia and Albania). Those countries,
unlike Poland, Czechoslovakia, and so on, were already flawed democracies,
rather than totalitarian communist regimes at the beginning of their European
and Euro-Atlantic path. The same can be said about the post-Soviet Western-
oriented states like Ukraine but also Moldova, and Georgia.

The Western institutions, particularly the European Union, became dis-
suaded from the further enlargement after Bulgaria and Romania had joined
the latter organisation." The problems of corruption in those countries signi-
ficantly exceeded the threshold of tolerance of the whole European structure.
The problem of the enlargement fatigue incurred. However, the question is how

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big the corruption problem in a limited number of member states is, in com-
parison to the problem of bombing the entire cities in a neighbouring country.
It has to be looked at economically, ethically and morally, as well as from the
point of view of the regional security.

The enlargement of NATO went a little smoother, although it also experi-
enced serious problems, and it has not definitely finished, either. As it will be
proved later, the indecisiveness was one of the main reasons that led to the cur-
rent Ukrainian conflict.

It seems that after the accession of Romania and Bulgaria to the EU, the
enlargement process simply stopped (save Croatia, which had already been sig-
nificantly more developed than the rest of the candidates). The other Balkan
countries, Ttrkiye, and pro-Western oriented post-Soviet countries could only
wait. Not only were their perspectives of accession in the foreseeable future
de-facto unreal but also the negotiations did not move forward, at all. In the case
of Tiirkiye, the process has been officially frozen. In the case of North Mace-
donia (earlier: the Republic of Macedonia), it was frozen for many year before
unfreezing it this year. Nevertheless, the other countries, which had open nego-
tiations were also de-facto at standstill. Considering all the candidate countries
together, only three new negotiations chapters have been closed during the last
sixteen years. It is longer than the whole accession process of the post-commun-
ist countries, which had entered the EU, as the first ones.

I have been conducting a research on the internal corruption in Ukraine for
four years now. According to the independent institutions such as Transparency
International,’ the corruption in Ukraine has been much more widespread
than in Romania, and Bulgaria, and some EU candidate/aspirant countries such
as Kosovo, North Macedonia, and Serbia. However, Albania and Bosnia and
Herzegovina had similar results to Ukraine (only a few points fewer than the lat-
ter). Moreover, as of 2021, the perception of corruption in Hungary was higher
than in Romania and only a little lower than in Bulgaria. A NATO member and
EU candidate — Tiirkiye — has also a very high level of corruption.

However, it must be added that during the last eight years, the perception
of the phenomenon in Ukraine dropped by around 35 points. Thus, as long as
there is a political will, which is not lacking in contemporary Ukraine, the cor-
ruption may be defeatable to a notable extent. Beyond any doubt, the problem

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of corruption would have been more resolvable for the Western society than an
armed conflict, like the current one. It could have been avoided if Ukraine had
already been an integral part of the so-called Western world.

The euphoria caused by the end of the Cold War sped up the process of integra-
tion of Eastern Europe with the West. Many authors used to predict the coming
of the new peaceful era.”” When the first obstacles occurred, it all stopped, as if
the earlier hopes were all gone. Let me return to the academic discussion quoted
at the beginning of this article. ,Was it wise for states such as the UK to sup-
pose that they could bring Ukraine into the Western orbit without that posing
a serious (...) challenge to a Russia led by Putin?” If Putin’s Russia is concerned,
I barely think so. Actually, this should have been done much faster without
depending on any Russia’s opinion. The hitherto policies, considering Putin’s
regime a negotiable partner, directly led to the current situation. Ukraine (and
Georgia) should have already been accepted in NATO at least a few years ago.
Likewise, the Balkan countries should have already been the members of the
EU. Ukraine, Georgia, and Moldova should be at the point of accession negotia-
tions approximately at the current time. Then, it would be much less likely that
Russia would conduct any of ,,its military operations” now. The problem of over-
whelming corruption in some of the new EU and NATO countries would have
been either in major part solved by now or, if it still required much work, it
would be easier to cope with it (especially if the countries were inside rather
than outside) than with the military invasion. Although this debate frequently
appeared in the Polish, Ukrainian, Romanian, Lithuanian, Latvian, Estonian,
and Georgian discourse, it was largely incomprehensible in the most Western
European countries. It also regarded countries such as the UK, which has prob-
ably become the closest Ukrainian ally in the whole of Western Europe.

7. The democratic deficit
The additional difficulty comes from the resistance of several Western leaders
who are afraid of admitting new members to either of the two organisations re-

ferring to the democracy deficit existing in the so-called ,fresh democracies” like

Hungary or Poland. No matter if the Democratic Deficit really exists, its presence

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in the discourse deters some Western countries from the EU (and maybe also
NATO) enlargement. They appear not to consider the fact that these problems
do not directly result from the shorter time of these countries being democracies.
Let us what happened to the US during the Donald Trump’s tenure, a country
that had been the world model for democracy for so many years. Alternatively,
imagine what might have happened to the Western unity, if Ms. Le Pen had won
the presidential election in France (which is still possible in the future). At the
time of writing the article the results of the Italian parliamentary election are
not known yet. However, Ms. Meloni (who is leading in the polls to become
a new Prime Minister) may threaten the Western unity in the same way as Mr.
Trump, Mr. Orban in Hungary, the other populist and radical governments
elsewhere. The policies conducted by such politicians bring significant risks that
the EU (or other pro-Western international organisations) will be inefficient
on the global stage.' Thus, the Western division may origin equally from older
democracies, as well as from the new democracies. However, at this point,
Ukraine is hardly a candidate to produce this kind of a burden in the unified
West. The populism is not the sole problem that divides the West, though.

8. The Western division

The long-lasting division of the West is, in fact, another factor that has strongly
contributed to the current crises. The different voices (in reference to Russia,
the harsher ones like American, British, Polish, or Baltic versus the lighter ones
like French, German, and Italian) frequently made the common Western re-
sponse inconsequential, while Russia’s strength depended on its unity, i.e. on
the basis: ,whatever Putin has said, it is sacred”. These two forms of govern-
ance are, of course, balanced by the incomparably stronger West in economic
terms, in comparison to Russia. It is also understandable from the point of view
of countries such as Germany and Italy, which have been dependent on eco-
nomic ties with Russia to such a large extent. After all, nobody could predict
a full war breaking out in the foreseeable future. Despite some (usually single)

voices, mainly from the Central and Eastern European countries, the perspective

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of the current conflict appeared to be surrealistic to the Western public, even
though the signs that I mentioned before continued to appear.

Now, we are able to conclude that the previous model of conducting poli-
tics was a short term solution, indeed. The lack of unity makes us weaker. If the
European Union, or more general the Western Integration, continues to weaken,
i.e. it does not accelerate and it is continuously blocked by different political,
sociological, and economic factors or simply by the right of veto by a single party of
any of the organisations, it will lead to a certain disaster. The economic struggles
elsewhere, caused, for example, by the current rise of the COVID pandemic
in China, will only give us (the collective West) a short-term advantage. Sooner or
later every crisis comes to an end, and the potential superpowers such as China,
India, and Brazil will take the lead. Russia should not be counted here, as prob-
ably in the aftermath of its attack on Ukraine, it will not count seriously on the
international arena anymore, no matter what the final result of the conflict will
be. The main European democracies, Germany, France, and the UK (or England
alone if the latter is dissolved, which is constantly becoming more probable)
may become only as influential in the world politics, as the contemporary G20
middle income economies, such as Mexico, Argentina, South Africa, or Indonesia.

To put it simply, the shortage of unified Western leadership may eventually
lead to the collapse of the democratic world, in which we live and whose values
we take for granted in our part of the globe. It is worth to add that the Western
countries are still more reliable partners for the poorer and developing states
than ,,the potential new world leadership”. This may eventually lead to the global
political and economic chaos, which will be followed by numerous local con-
flicts, especially in the poorer countries. Such a course of events must be shunned

for any price.

9. The sociological picture of Russia

When I was doing my Master Studies in politics in Poland (though my ma-
jor was dedicated to some other field), one of my minors was Ukraine. It was
around the time when the Revolution of Dignity broke out. I partook in sev-
eral academic discussions on this subject. The common opinions occurred
that a lot of political analysts continuously kept making the same mistake.
The mainstream analysts were supposed not to understand that the Russian
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mentality was so different from ours. They stressed that the citizens of the big-
gest Slavic nation only spoke a different language but they were pretty much
like ourselves, i.e. the Westerners. A huge amount of academics disagreed with
these opinions pointing out that the misunderstanding of the Russian nature
was the main mistake of the West. Of course, the Russian logics of pursu-
ing politics could not be fully understood in the Western countries but this
refers more to the elites responsible for governing the country, rather than to the
whole of the nation. Therefore, I am more keen on agreeing with the former
group of academics who do not distance Russia from the West so much.

I visited Russia many times. My wife is Russian. I have many Russian friends,
with whom I openly discuss politics. Some of them have specialised knowledge
in the field of social and political science since being a scientist myself, I was
looking to discuss certain issues with people who share similar interests, i.c.
historians, political scientists, sociologists, etc. Therefore, I met the whole
spectre of individuals and opinions. I spent there enough time to realise that
the mentality of the Russians does not vary a lot from that of the Europeans
and Americans. As always, there are some cultural differences but they are not
much bigger than those between the Scandinavians and Italians or between the
Germans and the French.

The origin of our common culture lies in Christian Europe. Undoubtedly,
Christianity was the dominating religion, as well as ideology in Europe begin-
ning from the Middle Ages, i.c. the times when the contemporary nations origi-
nated. Let me underscore that I am using here a huge simplification, for the
role of a state has altered completely for the last 1000 years or more. The split
of Christianity into Catholicism and Orthodox Christianity, then approxi-
mately, a half a millennium later, the emergence of Protestantism did not alter
the grounds, on which the current Western civilisation had been based. It defin-
itely contains the whole of Europe, including Russia, but also North America,
Australia, New Zealand, a few other assorted countries and territories, and only
partially, Latin America

Therefore, having observed everyday lives of the ordinary Russians, I cannot
agree with S.P. Huntington who presented Russia in The Clash of Civilisations
as a diverse cultural zone from the rest of Europe and America.”® Let me remind

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that he placed Romania, as an Orthodox country in the same zone, as Russia.
Nevertheless, the relations between contemporary Russia and Romania are very
similar to those between Russia and Poland. The Russians dress in a similar
way, watch similar TV programmes, listen to similar music, and enjoy the same
Western style of life. The problem they cannot defeat is the propaganda, which
also exist in other Western countries. However, unlike in Russia (and probably
Belarus) it never oversteps certain borders in the contemporary world.

I should also add that, while conducting my research, I visited Ukraine many
times, too. These trips left me no doubt that Ukraine was a free and fully West-
ern-oriented country. I also have a lot of friends, colleagues, and acquaintances
there. Some of them work in the Academia. We discussed the relevant issues
multiple times. However, further in the West, I met up with multiple opinions
that Ukraine was not a real democracy, either. This brings several additional
questions. Is Poland a real democracy? Is Germany a real democracy? Does a real
democracy really exist? These questions could be perceived and answered very
individually. However, there exists a non-governmental institute in the USA,
named the Freedom House, which conducts annual research assessing objectively
the level of democracy in all countries and some territories.® Its reports may
be considered a standardised and effective measurement whether a state/entity
is democratic or not. The common misunderstanding of the term ,,democracy”
makes me think that the well-known Churchill words would be in place.”
In fact, it is all about not crossing certain lines. Despite all the internal problems
within the country, Ukraine has not done it. On the other hand, the Russian au-
thorities have. And it is not because Russia is not a western country but because,
unlike Ukraine, it is a totalitarian system with very effective propaganda tools.
Nonetheless, as history has shown multiple times, such systems tend to collapse
sooner or later. Ukraine, on the other hand, has already become a democratic

country despite the problems with corruption and poverty. The West discreetly

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turning back on Ukraine, while orally declaring support to it, actually made
the gravest of its mistakes. Since the first signs of the upcoming troubles, we all

should have worked united and in an efficient and decisive manner.

10. The Russian propaganda

The Russian public opinion differs so significantly from the other European so-
cieties because of the omni-present propaganda in the country. The seriousness
of this problem tends to be underestimated in the West. It is easier to blame
the cultural differences, rather than to analyse the well-developed instruments,
which are capable of making people believing in almost everything. Anthony
Pratkanis and Elliot Aronson in their Age of Propaganda prove that such
mechanisms do exist and their efficiency is much underappreciated.'®

My wife, who has been living with me in the UK for a couple of years now,
entered into some conflicts with a few of her acquaintances and family mem-
bers concerning the views on the situation in Ukraine. However, there are also
numerous people in Russia who openly claim that Putin is a criminal who at-
tacked another sovereign nation without any particular reasons. Nonetheless,
most of the people from my wife’s surrounding are educated. Thus, I assume
that if the whole of the Russian society were being concerned, the ratio would
incline towards Putin’s side.

However, the published official statistics regarding support of Putin (reach-
ing up to 78%)" and the so-called ,,Special Military Operation” (up to 72%)>
both in Russia and in the West might be overstated, as it is in the interest of both
parties. At home, Putin wishes to boast how much the nation supports him and
how unmistakable his decisions are. On the other hand, in the West, the me-

dia tends to show how ,barbaric” the Russian nation is. When I was gathering

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the materials for my doctoral thesis, I conducted an unstructured interview with
a Russian historian Mr. Oleg M. Lykov, MA. In Spring 2022, he assessed that
the true support for Putin might have been around 50%. Considering the over-
all circumstances, the value appears to be very realistic. Nonetheless, there is no
evidence to confirm this because all the genuine data is non-existent. However,
I was assured that the real support was much lower than it was shown publicly.”!

In the public discourse, it often appears to be forgotten that ,,the Russian gov-
ernment’, ,,Russian forces” and ,,the Russian society” are not synonyms. Accord-
ing to the content analysis performed on a tiny sample of texts and comments
by journalists from several countries, the most common synonym replacing the
three above-mentioned terms was ,,Russia’, closely followed by ,,the Russians”.**
Psychologically speaking, a common enemy unites the society, or in this case,
societies. This might have caused the rise of voices in Europe lobbying for ban-
ning all the Russians from entering the EU, alas, also including the declared
oppositionists and anti-Putinists.*

In addition, the problem of Russia ensues from its enormous size. Unlike
the citizens of the other European states, most of Russians rarely travel abroad.
The domestic travels are attractive enough and sufficient for the majority of the
society. They rarely speak any foreign languages, so they have very few opportun-
ities to gain information from any other sources but the Russian ones, i.c. those
which only stand in accordance with the ofhicial policies of the Kremlin regime.
Not to mention that the minority speakers of other languages and those who

could read, watch or listen to the Western news translated into Russian had been
pre-warned that following any of this information is pointless, as it is nothing
more than a lie. This excludes a huge part of the Russian society from standing
against Putin, even if not actively, then passively.

It also has to be mentioned that a significant amount of Russians do not
have any position on the matter. They simply wish to remain passive. On one
hand, they have been kept away from politics, probably from the beginning of
the history of Russia, on the other hand, they do not want to admit that their
homeland may be responsible for any international crimes. They stubbornly
follow the rule: ,Ignorance is a bliss”.

Thus, the real support for Putin’s ,,Special Military Operation” is probably
smaller than the statistics display but, alack and alas, it is still likely to be sig-
nificant enough. This is only an estimation, as there exists no data, which could
produce any independent reliable results. This support has begun to drop since
the announcement of the ,,partial” mobilisation and the reintroduction of full

conscription.

11. The analogous propaganda outside Russia

Not only Russia but also the other countries use the propaganda tools and the
citizens tend to underestimate its strength. Usually, its effects are not so tragic, as
in the case of the Russian-Ukrainian War. It does not mean, though, that people in
the democratic countries should not ignore the issue, for the situation might get
out of control unnoticedly everywhere. Let me provide a few sample questions.

How much has the British society become divided during and after the
Brexit process? How much was the American society divided during the Trump
presidency? Many analogous situations can be found in the other European
and non-European countries. What is important here is not the matter of the
division itself, but rather the difference between the ideals and values that af-
fect each part of the mentioned societies. I dare say they look at the world from
a completely different angle. The same angle divides the Russians from the rest of
the peoples whose history origins in Europe (as well as the Putin’s supporters
and the opposition minority in Russia). Of course, the extent of the horrendous
events in Ukraine is incomparable with the recent drawbacks in the Western
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countries. I have already discussed the issue of populism caused by different
forms of radicalism. Though the socio-mechanism remains the same.** The
media-portrayed ,information war” has become a real information war at
the level never seen in history before. The good news is that post-Putin Rus-
sia will also have a chance to become a free and democratic country. Whether
it uses it, it is unfeasible even to try to answer. The attitude of people must
be changed by providing them with the truth and evidence of the crimes of
the Putin’s regime. Then, they must accept them and break free from the in-

glorious past.

12. The aftermath of the current events

We do not know how the war will end. The full Ukrainian victory would sig-
nify the return of all the Ukrainian lands to the control of Kyiv. This includes
Crimea and Donbas. The full Russian victory would signify the annexation
of the whole of Ukraine (probably also Belarus) or at least installing a puppet
regime in Kyiv and annexing a large bit of the country. There are also multiple
options in between, such as: Ukraine regains everything, save Crimea, Ukraine
regains everything, save Crimea and Donbas, Ukraine regains cverything, save
the currently occupied regions, and Ukraine loses more lands but survives, as
a democratic country. The war may last for many years or it may shortly end.
Alternatively, it may change into a frozen conflict with little ongoing violence
but with no (even unrecognised) fixed borders. The war may spread. The atomic
or chemical weapons might be used. NATO may enter the conflict. Putin may
be removed from power. His successor may seck peace or become even more
aggressive. The negotiations may begin at one point. It may be soon or we will
have to wait very long for that moment. There are so many possible scenarios
of development of the situation, that at this moment, it is hard to even make any
remote predictions. Ukraine has a clear goal. Russia does not seem to have one
since the authorities have changed it so many times for the entire time of the
war. Therefore, it is hard to assess what the Russians are up to and what they
will be up to when the situation alters again. Due to the dynamics of the war,

it is almost certain that it will alter shortly.

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If the negotiations commence (and Ukraine still holds advantage), the main
choice will be between peace and justice. Many international actors (with vary-
ing views will probably wish to participate in the peacekeeping process). For
the moment, it all seems unpredictable. There are a few things, though, of
which we are certain. We know who started the war and we know what course
of events would be the most just. The sooner the end of this tragedy comes, the
better. Too many people have already died.

Let me express great hope that the darkest scenarios presented by different
political analysts, quoted in this material, will turn up false, and Ukraine will
be totally free and peaceful soon, being an integral part of the Western world.
As stated above, I have no doubts whatsoever that it is a Western nation, simi-
lar to the UK, US, France, Germany, Sweden or Poland. Russia may join this
group one day, too. Though, alack and alas, it will probably be a very long

process, lasting for a number of generations.

13. Comparison with Belarus

The last part of this article will cope with Belarus, a country, which since the
beginning of the Russo-Ukrainian tensions, played the role of ,,the man in
the middle”. Belarus is the third and the smallest of the East Slavic nations,
yet, it differs much from both Russia and Ukraine. During the invasion, the
government took officially the pro-Russian stance, though it did not agree to
send the Belarusian soldiers to fight in Ukraine. Sooner or later, as all such
regimes tend to do, Lukashenka’s will fall, too. The suspected results of the
last presidential elections, the mass demonstrations thereafter, and the support
for Tsikhanouskaya two years ago signify that the Belarusians are not keen on
living in the Soviet-style regime.

Thus, in Russia both the government and the majority of the society incline
towards the post-Soviet form of government. In Ukraine neither the leadership,
nor the people opt for such a solution. On the other hand, in Belarus the gov-
ernment is pro-totalitarian, while the society has similar desires to the Ukrain-
ians. This makes the Belarusians potential allies of the Ukrainians despite the
official hostile policies of the ruling class. This assumption can be supported

by the number of Belarusian volunteers who fight for Ukraine.
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Currently, the Belarusians have neither resources and nor opportunities to
liberate the nation from the dictatorship. When there finally occurs a system
transformation in Belarus (Russia is an important factor restraining this, though,
through the War in Ukraine, the other country is only becoming weaker), the
West must avoid the mistakes it made with Ukraine. The majority of Belarusians
will probably wish to become a part of the West and a member of the Western
institutions. From the very first day, then, it should not be delayed or blocked.
We ought to allow them to ,westernise” as soon as it becomes possible and the
Belarusians express such a wish. We may never forget that ,,United we stand,
divided we fall”.”

If Russia loses in Ukraine, Lukashenka will lose his last supporters. He will
be forced to leave the office (for the partial support of Putin during the War,
not to mention the other crimes against his own people). If Russia wins and
gradually annexes the whole Ukraine (which seems very unlikely now), from
the point of view of Putin and other Kremlin leaders, all the Russian lands
should be unified, and there will be no place for independent Belarus. If the
war and instability prolong, Belarus will probably balance, as long as it is able

to. However, all the scenarios lead to the eventual collapse of the Minsk regime.

14. Conclusions

At the end, it is vital to sum up all the major caveats that the Western coun-
tries have committed during the current conflict and had been committing for
many years before in their relations with Russia, Ukraine, and other states
from the post-Soviet space.

During the current conflict, the constant hesitations and voices of opposition
against supplying Ukraine with weapons, and the common opinion that the
West should not intervene, in fact, only prolong this war. Many Western leaders
do not make right conclusions from the previous mistakes. This gives Putin’s

Russia quite an advantage.

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Russia does not need any reasons to be provoked. Its government may simply
think up a pretext if it wants to attack any Western country. Some of the precau-
tions not to help Ukraine too much are highly exaggerated.

Each and every time, since Putin came to power, the Western response to
breaking international laws by Russia has been delayed and insufficient. Instead,
it should have been faster, harsher, more decisive, and, simultaneously, more
effective.

The shortage of the proper Western reaction to the Russian escalations
has been continuous and erroneous policy. The Russian leadership got accus-
tomed to it, only allowing itself to make more and more provocations with full
impunity (e.g., In the case of the current conflict, not only should the status
of Ukraine in NATO have already been being debated, its defence should have
been guaranteed by the NATO members during the then-starting accession
talks long before the Russian invasion. This would have been a real deterrent
to any potential Putin’s war).

Slowing down of the entire process of the Euro-Atlantic integration remains
much to blame for the entire crisis.

The lack of unanimity is an enormous problem of the West. The right of veto
of every member state of the EU and NATO blocks the efficiency of both
institutions.

The misinterpretation of the nature of the Russian society constitutes an-
other serious problem. Too much focus has been put on the cultural differences.
At the same time, there has been too little interest in the Russian propaganda,
especially during the peace time before the invasion.

Finally, the lack of the proper conclusions whilst Russia ‘was testing the West’

many times before, partially, also led to the current situation.
